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Women are returning te work, but there’s more to the story |
After experiencing record job loss during the pandemic, women are back to work. But don’t start celebrating yet.

Finally, there’s some good news for women workers. After a three-year period that saw their workforce
participation drop so severely it was Jabelled the “she-cession”, scores of women are actively searching for jobs.
Many are finally back to work.

It’s been a long road. During the pandemic, women were disproportionately affected by job losses; since
2020, they’ve been dropping out of the workforce in record numbers, largely to tend to caring responsibilities
(particularly mothers of colour). Meanwhile, employment sectors that women workers have traditionally been
dominated — such as education, nursing and hospitality — took the biggest hit of job losses during lockdowns and
social distancing.

Even as many people re-joined the workforce, women returned at a slower pace than men. April 2022 figures
from the US Chamber of Commerce showed that while the unemployment rate for men had returned to a pre-
pandemic figure of 3%, the rate for women remained at a pandemic-high 4.1%.

However, June 2023 data from the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) shows women, particularly those aged
25 to 54, are back in the workforce at the highest rate since the pandemic. As for mothers specifically, August
data from The Hamilton Project shows the number of women in the workforce with children is higher than it’s
ever been — even higher than pre-pandemic figures.

It’s encouraging news — but don’t celebrate just yet. Even as women return, they’re still facing entrenched
systemic issues keeping them from parity and progress. And women'’s ability to continue returning — and stay
employed — is more precarious than it may seem.

Experts didn’t initially view pandemic unemployment levels as a gendered problem, says John Frehse, senior
managing director at consulting firm Ankura, based in New York. Yet as the pandemic continued, it became clear
women were being disproportionately affected by job loss. Shouldering caring responsibilities as well as
performing the majority of frontline roles pushed women out of the labour force, due to both stress and necessity.

But after long periods of joblessness and burnout, women are bouncing back, The US labour force lost more
than 4 million women between February 2019 and February 2020; since then, women’s employment has been
rising, leading to current record numbers of women in the workforce — now topping pre-pandemic levels,

Jessica Kriegel, chief scientist of workplace culture at Culture Partners, is not surprised by the return to work.

For one, women have flexibility they didn’t during the pandemic, because of changes in the workplace. The
rise of remote- and hybrid models provides a crucial lifeline for carers to balance work and personal
responsibilities; it’s not that the issues women were facing during the pandemic have gone away, but they’ve
become easier to manage with more options. The normalisation of arrangements such ag virtual meetings and
tools that allow for remote work have enabled women —~ and workers in general — to return to employers that

foster better work-life balance.
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During the pandemic, says Frehse, many women had to make choices between household duties and an
income — they were working for a pay cheque while also caring for children and elder parents. Unable to both
jobs, many dropped out of the workforce with little choice. The expansion of this workplace flexibility and the
reopening of schools and childcare centres means women have more options and mobility that enable them to
get back to work.

It’s also become a financial necessity, says Kriegel. “We’re being faced with inflation [and] economic
uncertainty. There [are] a lot of challenges right now that put fear in people and makes them want to create
psychological safety for themselves and their families.”

Although data shows more women are returning to the workforce now, they’re still doing at a disadvantage.
Amid the encouraging news, the reality is women are returning to many of the same issues that have long troubled
the workplace, well before the pandemic — and their future is more uncertain than men’s.

The enduring lack of pay parity is one issue. While July 2023 data from the BLS showed that the wage gap
is the lowest it has been since 1979, women still make just 83% of what men earn, and that figure widens for
black, Hispanic and indigenous women as well as women 35 years and older.

Also, in homes with male-female partnerships, Kriegel says much of the domestic labour still falls on women,
just as it has in the past, regardless of whether they are in the workforce. For one, this makes them highly
susceptible to burnout, which was a leading cause of women leaving jobs during the pandemic. And if women
find they are unable to balance both work and home demands when they take new jobs, they will likely be the
first ones out, prioritising their male partners’ higher salaries.

The uncertain future of both the workplace and public health at large also means women are more vulnerable
than men to future job loss.

For instance, the remote- and flexible arrangements that have enabled many women back to are threatened as
executives are now calling workers back to the office, often mandating attendance with the consequence of job
loss. If a return to majority in-person work becomes unavoidable, women who need the flexibility to both remain
in the workforce as well as perform caring and home duties face a major problem.

Even if women are able to retain their necessary arrangements, they may be affected by proximity bias or
flexibility stigma -~ phenomena in which bosses advantage in-person workers whom they can see, even
unconsciously. Kriegel says this is especially the case if “their employers are overtly saying that in-person work
is superior to remote work, or if they work remotely more often than men”.

Gina Cardazone, research principal at Leanln, agrees the situation is precarious. She warns that if
unemployment increases, employers may gain more power, ultimately giving employees less of what they want
—which could be a direct hit to women.

As the economy remains uncertain, the progress women are making in the job market is encouraging, but also
precarious. Ultimately, we shouldn’t ignore the good news for women workers. But it’s just as important to

understand this progress is temporary, especially if employers don’t take action.

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The rapid advances in Artificial Intelligence (AT) over the past vear are likely to transform the English
Language Traming (ELT) industry and revolutionize the way in which we leamn and teach languages. In
November 2022, a private company called Open Al launched its application ChatGPT. This software has the
capacity to transform our professional lives, no matter the industry in which we work. Never before has a piece

of software been able to perform tasks as swiftly as ChatGPT.

To consider AI's full impact on our working lives, we simply need to ask ourselves questions Jike how
much of our time is spent writing emails? How much time do managers spend developing business strategies?
BHow much creativity goes into designing an advertising campaign? ChatGPT can, to some extent, already do all
these things in a matter of milliseconds. So, it seems like a good moment to reflect on how different industries

will adapt to this new reality, and important to imagine the implications of Al for language education.

Teachers are highly skilled professionals, and industry qualifications have been carefully designed to
train them in the identification of learners’ needs and the structuring of interesting lessons designed to meet these.
The success of such an approach is based on effective planning, and this is a skill that teachers spend years in
developing. However, ChatGPT can plan lessons in a heartbeat. The technology has the potential to support
teachers in lesson planning and to speed up the process for others, although its suggestions should only be taken

as a starting point.

Some educators are effectively using Al for grading. One high school teacher utilizes ChatGPT to
evaluate a few of his students’ papers, and that the app had provided more detailed and useful feedback on them
than he would have, in a tiny fraction of the time. “Do students still need us?” the teacher asked a newspaper

reporter, only half-jokingly.

Similarly, ChatGPT could assist students in many ways. It could write personalized lesson plans for each
student (*learn some verbs and phrasal verbs with a similar meaning™) and generate ideas for classroom activities
(“let’s compare and contrast food cultures in Japan and South Korea™). It could serve as an after-hours tutor
(“explain Newton’s law of motion, using language an eighth grader could understand™) or a debate sparring
partner (“convince me that animal testing should be prohibited™). It could be helpful as a tool for in-class

exercises, and for English language learners to improve their basic writing skills.

Furthermore, ChatGPT will have a deeper impact on the ELT industry. The chatbot is also able to interact
in real time with learners and to correct their language mistakes. It therefore has the potential to become an
invaluable tool for learners who hope to improve their writing or general language skills, giving them a
companion with whom they can chat any time and to whom they can ask questions about grammar or vocabulary
as they arise. It certainly seems wise for teachers to set homework, for instance, that makes use of the learner’s

new personal tutor.
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But at the same time, ChatGPT poses some issues about language teaching and learning. Many educators
are actually afraid that ChatGPT would affect how children learn. Some students are using it to write their
assignments, submitting Al-generated essays as their own. Teachers and school administrators have been
struggling to catch students using the tool to cheat, and they are deeply concerned that ChatGPT could undermine
their lesson plans. (Some publications have declared, perhaps a bit prematurely, that ChatGPT has killed

homework altogether.)

Some schools in the United States have banned ChatGPT. New York City public schools, for example,

recently blocked ChatGPT access on school computers and networks, citing “concerns about negative impacts
on student learning, and concerns regarding the safety and accuracy of content.” Schools in other cities, including
Seattle, have also restricted access. Tim Robinson, a spokesman for Seattle Public Schools, said that ChatGPT

was blocked on school devices, “along with five other cheating tools.”

It is not surprising that educators feel threatened. To many, ChatGPT appeared out of the blue in 2022,
and it performs reasonably well across a wide variety of tasks and academic subjects. There are legitimate
questions about the ethics of Al-generated writing, and concerns about whether the answers ChatGPT gives are

accurate, (Often, they’re not.)

The Al technology raises fundamental questions on education. ChatGPT can effortlessly translate text
from one language to another, and it can write original texts in the language of your choice. With such powerful
Al is there still a point to learning languages? Will future generations ever suffer from the difficulty of making

themselves understood or will communication across languages simply become effortless?

Only time will tell, but some might say that there will always be a demand for authentic communication
with all the intellectual effort that it implies, since it is only by challenging ourselves that we grow as individuals.
Al may well master the basics of communication, but it is unlikely to capture our emotions and our characters,
which are, after all, unique to each of us. On the other hand, the ELT industry will undoubtedly have to adjust to
a new world where Al plays an important role in language teaching and learning. It would be wise for us to begin
reflecting actively on the part we want Al to take in the future so that we have well-prepared answers to the
questions it raises, and so that its power is ultimately used to support our business rather than de-professionalize
or replace it.

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No place on Earth is colder than East Antarctica at the South Pole. Wind speeds can reach up
to 250 kph and temperatures may (21 ) to as low as -90°C. From November to February, at the
Princess Elizabeth Climate Research Station, scientists from universities across the world ( 22 )
research on the surrounding mountains, coastline and glaciers in the search for strategies that will

Duconseille admits, “It’s hard during those first few days when T have to (32 ) my family

back in France and return to Antarctica. But once you arrive here, you’re charmed by the beautiful

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Have you ever come across a small square of four upright bamboo poles, tied together with
straw rope featuring little strips of paper, on an empty area of land in Japan? If so, you have seen
some of the items used for a Shinto ritual known as jichinsai—a groundbreaking ceremony
(35 ) prior to the construction of a house or other type of building. This ceremony is ( 36 )
to make peace with the local kami, which are gods or spirits. ( 37 ) construction causes
significant disturbance to the land, obtaining ‘permission’ for the building work from kami is seen
as important. The ceremony is also a way of praying for the safety of workers during the
construction project, as well as for its smooth completion, and good fortune for the owners of the
building. The construction company can arrange for the Shinto priest to come and perform the
ceremony, or the building owner can (38 ) their own arrangements if they wish. On the day of
the ceremony, the priest sets up a sacred space marked out by the bamboo poles (39 ) earlier.
An altar is then positioned within this space, onto ( 40 ) several offerings, such as fruit and
vegetables, are placed. The kami are then invited to be present. Water, sake and salt are used to
cleanse the construction site. Next, they perform the actual groundbreaking ceremony in which the
owner will often use a ceremonial wooden tool to shovel soil to the left and right of a smooth pile of
sand resembling Mount Fuji. (41 ) present then has a small serving of sake before the kami are
sent on their way. Later, after the building is finished, special objects to protect against evil spirits
are often (42 ) into the foundation of the building and within the roof to protect the entire
building from top to bottom.

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A global crisis?

The crisis of Christianity in Asia is global. I take crisis as a blessing, a call, an
opportunity to grow, broaden horizons, rediscover the deepest self in con-
tact with others and other traditions. If at times, this total invitation to
change is somehow scary, on the whole it is always our best chance to be
genuine, to keep in touch with the sources and the core of our faith and our
being. In every crisis there is an element of loss of security and loss of
familiar supports. But this precisely can make crisis liberating and challeng-
ing if we realize that it is in ‘losing our life that we really gain it’ and in
‘having nothing, that we really can possess the world’.

In this kind of crisis we are transformed from ‘judging’ others to ‘being
judged’ ourselves. Not because ‘the others’ are interested in judging us, but
because in their presence ‘our own words come back to judge us’. The Other
judges us by listening to our message and confirming its depth, its power to
invite and change. The Other judges us by taking our words seriously and
becoming a witness to our lives. The Other judges us by forcing us to keep
the deeper questions alive and not allowing words to confuse reality. When
the Other is welcomed with love and respected m his or her integrity, we
cannot avoid feeling challenged to ask ourselves how true, how Christian,
how much of a disciple we are.

Crisis of credibility

This is why this crisis is a crisis of credibility that touches the whole evange-
lization enterprise: words do not match action; the received teachings do
not change the life of the believers; rituals do not energize life; Christian
professionals, politicians, public servants or even husbands do not seem to
perform with greater honesty, fidelity, justice or compassion than their
Buddhist or Hindu counterparts. If the tree is known by its fruits, we have a
guestion here. The crisis is lessened whenever we are blessed with the
existence of holy persons like Mother Theresa or many other Christians
giving their lives for the sake of others. But we have alse ‘known and
unknown’ thousands who live a life of compassion and service in other
faiths. In dialogue and encounter we are moved from ‘eschatology’ where we
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tend to hide our weaknesses, to ‘humility’ where our weaknesses become our
only true title, because all the rest is gift. o .

In Asia we are in crisis because our message is not made visible in our life.
The gospel of mercy and reconciliation is denied by our inabﬂi‘tty to fully
reconcile those who have failed in their promises or their marriages. The
openness of the Table of the Lord does not speak of the hospitality of Ged
because we do not welcome those of our 'own brothers and sisters, who
happened to be born and grow in a different religious Wor.ld or environment.
The joy and simplicity of forgiveness and service have given way to a com-
plicated system of controls and regulations that make the go§pei som;e].u')w
distant from people. In the western or older Churches there is 2 possibility
of explaining why and how some of these anomalies developed; in a heart-to-
heart conversation with people of other faiths in Asia those very explana-
tions provoke only wonder and disappointment.

Crisis of spirituality

This is why at the root and at the core of this global crisis lies spirituality. The
crisis is not at the level of theory; we have a very good theory of the life in the
spirit. The crisis takes place at the level of practice, where spirituality is not
an explanatory theory, or even a set of devotional practices, but life,
encounter, growth and Communion. Are we really able to help people come
closer to the living God of Jesus Christ? Can we accempany people in the
reading of the Scriptures to the discovery and the transformation that such
reading is meant to produce? Can we truly help the community experience
the paschal passage that every Fucharist expresses, embodies and celebrates?
Is this preximity to Christ, te his Word, to his memory a dynamic force and
mspiration that changes relationships, values, solidarity, the service of the
poor and the passion to work for ‘a different World’?

Here again we are touching 2 universal problem. The real spiritual
masters of all ages are keener in teaching the way to God, than in giving
answers to questions about God. Asia has produced an incredible wealth of
such ‘ways’. The search for wisdom or for the Divinity is 2 very concrete
search and the masters continue to guide people in the journey of the heart.
It is in this context that we Christians have to think and reconsider our
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Christian practices, from simple devotions to sacramental celebrations.
What is the Christian ‘way’ in Asian countries? The crisis of our taken for
granted spiritual practices should be an invitation to rediscover their origi-
nal inspiration, their original drama, their first ‘journey’ in contact and in
fellowship with Jesus and his followers. The gospel is more than words, and
sacraments are more than rituals. Asia is asking us why these practices have
not become part of the Christian way through the daily struggles of people.
Why have they become an enclave for the clergy and the conceptually
‘initiated’? Why is such abundant nourishment kept away from the hungry
and the poor?

No wonder then that the crisis of Christianity affects mostly the Church
itself. The Church has to recuperate its humble position in the plan of salva-
tion. Like all human mediations, it is subjected to the law of growth and
decay, of sin and grace, of death and resurrection. To pretend otherwise is
self-deception and 2 denial of the Cross and the status of servant that Jesus
took for himself and for all those, people as well as institutions, who want to
follow him to the end. The Church in Asia has been poor often, persecuted
in many places and for long periods of time, powerless and almost invisible
in not a few places . . . To their credit, many bishops and other religious
figures in Asia, have been happy with this humble being of the Church. This
is the image of the Church of Christ that makes most sense in Asia; a Church
at home in the poverty of the masses and the never discriminating hospitality
of hope. »

And yet this is not the image that we ‘ecclesiastics’ communicate most
clearly. There is a yearning for visibility, for influence, for different forms of
power (including, especially, ‘spiritual’ power!), for visible success, that
speils the joy of accompanying Christ in peverty and humility. The Church
has been very awkward in opening its gates and changing its structures in
obedience to the Spirit of Christ speaking to itin Vatican II. Thus in Asia the
Church appears often as inconsistent and preduces now and then astonish-
ment and disappointment. If we were conscious of the crisis we are in fact
traversing, we would reconsider our style, our language, our celebrations in
a search for greater harmony. Asia can never understand how a ‘humble’
Church can so easily dismiss ‘other ways of salvation’ or put them down as
‘lesser than ours’. Asia, with its saints and mystics, its witnesses and heroic
faithful, will never comprehend how a Church born out of the Gospel and
led by the Spirit of Jesus Christ can practically ignore the rehigious wealth of
other faiths and the real and actual salvation they have brought to a thousand
generations.
